proceed on foot,

cause any pedal cycle to proceed,

cause any horse to proceed and


(d)
cause any animal to proceed
in the following sections of Bridleway at Sutton in Ashfield in the District of Ashfield: -
Sutton in Ashfield Bridleway No.162 – 2 sections – (1) Between Mansfield Road/Buttery Lane and the junction with Bridleway No. 165 and (2) between Newbound Mill Lane and the junction with Footpath No.8 and No.164 North of Dawgates Wood. 
See attached Plan for further information. 
(2)
There is no alternative route available for Cyclists or Equestrians other than on Public Roads, there are various possible alternatives with stepped access for those on foot.
(3)
The Temporary Notice is required from 25th April 2024 until 15th May 2024 inclusive due to dangerous condition of 2 overbridges passing above the trail, and to enable the condition of these to be assessed and plans put in place for their repair. 
Further Notice
(a)
No prohibition, restriction or prescription contained in this Notice shall apply to any person acting in accordance with any permission or direction given by a Police Constable in uniform.

(b)
Nothing in paragraph (1) of this Notice shall apply so as to make it unlawful for any vehicle to proceed in the length of highway specified in the said paragraph for the purposes of access to or egress from premises, provided that the said access or egress may only be gained by proceeding over the length of highway specified in the said paragraph, provided that the works being carried out would not be inconveniently interrupted. 

(c)
Nothing in paragraph 1 of this Notice shall apply to any person proceeding in connection with works to be carried out in or in the vicinity of the length or lengths of highway specified in the said paragraph.

(d)
Nothing in Paragraph 1 of this Notice shall apply to any person proceeding in connection with the works in the length or lengths of highway specified in this Notice.

(e)
This Notice is valid for a period of 21 days from the date of this Notice.  This Notice may be continued by a further 21-day Notice and/or a Continuation Order (within a maximum period of 6 months).
